The publication is free of charge. Articles and abstracts should be submitted to the Organizing Committee by April 19, 2026. Materials received later than the specified date will not be accepted.

Abstract Guidelines.

1. The volume of abstracts is up to 2 pages (A4), the margins at the top, bottom, right and left are 2 cm. Times font is 12 pt., 1 interval apart, without indentation and intervals before and after the paragraph, width alignment. 

2. In bold. Fist line - the title  in capital letters; second line – the last name and the initials of the author(s); third line – affiliation, city, country.

3. An abstract should include: 

objective, 

methods, 

results,

 conclusion. 

Tables, figures, and references to literature sources should not be provided in the text of abstracts. Abbreviations are not allowed in the title.

4. Abstracts are submitted in the format .doc or .docx to the email: 

Article Guidelines.

1. The volume of the article is up to 8 pages (A4), the margins at the top, bottom, right and left are 2 cm. Times font is 12 pt., 1 interval apart, without indentation and intervals before and after the paragraph, width alignment. 

2. In bold. Fist line - the title  in capital letters; second line – the last name and the initials of the author(s); third line – affiliation, city, country.

3. The article should be structured and include sections: introduction, objective of the work, research methods (including statistical ones), results obtained and their discussion, conclusions, references (alphabetically). Tables and figures can be placed in the text of the article. Abbreviations are not allowed in the title of the article. References are given in the text of the article in square brackets. 

Attention! It is also mandatory to send a file with information about the contact person (it should contain the title of the abstracts or article, the authors, affiliation, city, country, full name of one of the authors for correspondence, his address, phone, fax, e-mail). 
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
